Book reviews must include both a Turkish and an English abstract of approximately 150 words each, along with 4–6 keywords in both languages.[footnoteRef:2]** [2: ** Abstracts are required for indexing and metadata purposes and will be published on the journal’s website rather than in the PDF version. Keywords will appear both on the journal’s website and in the PDF.] 

Note: Authors whose native language is Turkish, or who are able to provide Turkish metadata, are expected to include both abstracts and keywords in Turkish, even when submitting in English. Where this is not possible, Turkish abstracts and keywords will be provided by the journal upon acceptance.
